Barrier Crimes – Draft legislation will be considered regarding whether to increase the eligibility for people to qualify as kinship care providers, even if they have been convicted of certain barrier crimes, and whether certain crimes should be added to or deleted from the relevant barrier crimes statute, as ell as whether the format of all of the barrier crimes statutes should be changed so they are easier for wlaypersons to read.  7. Synthetic Marijuana – Members will review the addition of certain compounds to the list of rohibited synthetic cannabinoid chemicals, as well as draft legislation that would create civil penalties pfor businesses that illegally sell synthetic marijuana.  9.  Pseudoephedrine/NPLEx – Draft legislation will be considered regarding whether to implement the NPLEx system to track purchases of pseudoephedrine in Virginia, as well as whether or not seudoephedrine should be made a controlled substance, and whether or not the purchase of ppseudoephedrine under certain circumstances should be made a crime.  10.
